4 Weeks

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Introduction to English unit followed by and introduction to power and Conflict

Aims:
Introduce the topic of ‘power and conflict’ and provide context around conflict and war to support learning. To develop pupil’s empathy and compassion they will consider the experiences of people experiencing war and genocide. 
Introduction of topic of immigration, reading a wide range of non-fiction texts and fiction texts. To develop an understanding of attitudes towards refugees and asylum seekers.

9 Weeks 

	Literature: Power of religion: Novel study

Literature: Modern Text Study
‘Boy at the back of the class’ –Onjali Q Rauf

Aim: Study a modern text from the 21st century with a focus on reading for meaning, information retrieval, inference and deduction skills, embedding language terms and word class analysis.
To continue to develop their empathy skills through character study and exploration of context.

	Novel will continue on from the previous unit, developing context and understanding of keywords (Refugee, asylum seeker etc.). Continuation of English as a medium of personal expression and as a way of exploring societal issues.  

Continue to develop skills of inference and the use of language to effect the reader. These were introduced in Year 7 through the exploration of a modern text: Face by Benjamin Zephaniah
Continue to develop persuasive skills (Year 7 unit 2)

	Pre-Assessment: Discussion to assess prior knowledge and understanding. Comprehension, inference and analysis assessment based on the blurb from the novel. 

Mid-point:  Diary entry from the perspective of a refugee to assess writing to purpose and prior understanding

End Point: 
Persuasive Writing- Write a letter to the Home secretary using persuasive techniques to persuade the government to do more for refugees. 
	Discussing issues around personal identity and belonging (character) and emotional intelligence of characters (character), opportunity to practice oracy in persuasive speech reading.
Pupils will explore the themes of immigration, prejudice, Family, school and community. Respect is central to this unit. Students will be encouraged to be honest and reflective.
	Understanding the power of media manipulation and persuasion.

Sampling fruits from around the world: e.g. pomegranates, figs etc.  


	Developing empathy exploring identity and belonging.

	2 weeks 
	Language: Power of religion- 
Exploration of festivals at Christmas. 
We are going to explore different festivals celebrated by different religions and cultures.

Focus on the structure of a narrative and explore through different mediums.
	Continuing on from the previous unit we will focus on different religious festivals celebrated.

Focusing on refining skills from previous unit, particularly inference skills and identifying the features of a narrative and using them in writing.

6 weeks
	Language/Literature:
Internal and moral conflicts 

Further explore the idea of ‘conflict’, specifically in relation to conflict that individuals may face (e.g. race, identity, religion and sexuality). This will be explored using poetry, fiction and non-fiction texts. Explore connections between the texts studied, with a detailed comparison. 
Pupils should experience a wide range of texts in order to develop their ability to closely analyse unseen poems. They should be able to analyse and compare key features such as their content, theme, structure and use of language. 

Texts/Poem ideas: 
-Presents from my aunts in Pakistan’- Moniza Alvi
-‘Search for my tongue’ Warsan Shire 
-‘Postcards from No Man’s land’ Aidan Chambers (set during WW2)
-The Shell house’ Linda Newbery (explores religion, war and sexuality)
 -‘Stay a little longer’à Bali Eai (BAME, Mental health, sexuality)
	This is linked to the previous ‘Migration unit and preceding units which focus on religion, race and societal attitudes. 
The ideas of identity are also continued on from the year 7 unit.

Waypoint: Explain, comment on and analyse how the writer of a non-fiction text use language and structure to achieve effects and influence readers, using relevant subject terminology to support their views. 


Endpoint: Analyse and compare the features of 2 poems e.g. key features (content, theme, structure and language)
	Explore the CORE value of emotional intelligence. Develop identity and self-image.

	Literature: 
Science and nature: 19th Century Novel Extract exploration
 
Using extracts from ‘Frankenstein’ and ‘Jekyll and Hyde’ as a vehicle to explore themes (Identity, conflict, internal conflict, science and nature)
Study the text with a focus on themes and historical contexts in which they were written. They will have the opportunity to compare writer’s ideas and perspectives and evaluate texts critically.

Pupils will be required to think critically and to express their opinions around moral/ethical issues and conflicts.
	This unit is linked to the ideas of internal and moral conflict explored in the last unit. We will continue to use the exploration of extracts to develop pupils’ skills in interpreting explicit and implicit information and ideas, evaluating texts critically and supporting this with appropriate textual references.
