	Victorian Context 

Skills – Interleave learning from previous unit regarding deconstructing meaning from a text, but this time specific to Victorian context and how ideas on themes such as crime and punishment and poverty are presented. To understand archaic language in order to access a nineteenth century text and note that meaning changes over time.

Knowledge – To understand how attitudes towards crime and punishment, poverty. How the social class divide and industrial revolution affected the lives of Victorians. Lack of social security.

	Both year 7 and 8 have experienced a variety of Victorian literature and this module will build upon on the existing skills required to recognise explicit and implicit information. 



Learners will coherently express their ideas, evaluating texts critically and supporting this with appropriate textual references.

	Literature: Nineteenth Century Novel 
Christmas Carol/Frankenstein

Skills – To learn how writers use characters and setting, to relate context to the play and how this reinforces key themes.

Knowledge – Moral dilemmas. Understanding of key themes in the play. Understanding how science and religion were at odds in Victorian England. Interleave previous knowledge about social class. Introduce ideas on redemption..
	This module will reinforce context taught in year 7 and digs deeper into Dickens motives behind his literature.

The knowledge built through the earlier Victorian modules and looking at worth of character through previous literature, will allow learners to appreciate this literature. 

Previous learning in year 8 will establish a foundation of knowledge about Christmas and the power of religion. 

Learners will be familiar C19th literature through the study of selected text and extracts.

	Learners will have had opportunities through previous modules to consider the themes of inequality and class. 

There will be links from the previous module to the concept of social exclusion and the media portrayal of the causes of it.  

The power of word has been woven through modules in key stage 3, this will introduce comedy and playwriting as another form of literature (Our Day Out)

	Macbeth 

This module will dispel the myth that Shakespeare’s plays are inaccessible and complex by showing learners that his characters are simply drawn, with obvious, and relatable, motives. 

The play will support understanding of the key themes of ambition, the idea of light and dark/ good v evil, the supernatural and loyalty and guilt/corruption. 

Learners will make comments, with evidence, regarding both language and structure and the effect it has on the reader. 



	Learners will have been introduced and gained knowledge on Shakespeare and his role in Elizabethan England through year 7.

The theme of matriarchy has been studied through modules looking at the representation of gender and this year’s 1980s module. 

The supernatural and the idea of its attraction to readers has been explored in Victorian and Gothic literature modules. 

Prophecies and predictions have been introduced through C19th literature.
