Keyham Lodge PE Assessment and Feedback Policy

Feedback closest to the point of teaching is likely to be most effective in driving further improvement and learning, therefore ‘live feedback’ should become the priority feedback in day to day teaching. Feedback will link directly with our assessment of the students at the start of each topic. Staff leads will plan where appropriate to ensure students are given chance to improve or develop further within lessons.  
Feedback in PE will be predominately live feedback and will be administered in the main in three key ways: 

1. Teacher identifies gaps in learning, knowledge and understanding related to the task. Improvement targets are set including practicing getting something right. Working example - Student performs a set shot with the incorrect technique. Student is reminded of the key technique point and set the target to perform the set shot with the correct technique at some point in the lesson. 

2. Two Way Discussion Teacher with student explores and reflects on the quality and standards or work and learning. Working example - Student and teacher discuss why and how effectively tactics were used in a conditioned game. 


3. Two Way Discussion Teacher gives more responsibility to the student by providing suggestions or asking questions so that the students make choices for themselves. Working example – Student produces an exam answer to a Btec question. Allow students to expand their answer by asking a question (written). Students then use this question as a prompt to expand their answer.
In PE at Keyham we will: 
- Provide incisive and timely live feedback that leads to a noticeable improvement in the quality of learning (E.G. Practical performance, demonstration,  questioning, group discussion, written answers both in booklets and Btec Sport)
- Give regular feedback, in various forms on which students act and subsequently improve the quality of their work. (E.G. verbal and written, whole-class, group and/ or personal feedback)
- Have a clear overview of a students’ progress during a lesson, over a series of lessons and in assessments, and plan lessons accordingly. (KS3/4 Trackers) Students will receive regular feedback of their progress. (Booklets, Pupil Trackers).

Feedback will be discussed in terms of 1-5 and all teacher dialogue in lessons whether task based, written or verbal will use the same scoring system that we use for our end of topic assessment. This will ensure continuity as well as allowing students to gain a good sense of understanding of their progress and how they can improve each lesson. 
Feedback is responded to by students in purple pen. Students are able to respond verbally within lessons and dialogue with staff is encouraged regarding ways they can improve immadietly and over time. Time is also allocated at the end of the year for students to direct their own learning by identifying areas they feel they need to improve from the understanding they have had from all areas throughout the academic year when re-visiting a certain topic. 

When will feedback happen?

· In KS3 practical PE the PE team will endeavour to provide every pupil with live verbal feedback during the lesson. Students will also receive written feedback that students will respond to/direct their own learning during a topic. 
· Students will be pre assessed prior to every topic (details in module planners)
· Students will undergo summative assessments 

· Students in KS4 Btec Sport will receive detailed verbal feedback in every lesson. Students will also be subject to live written feedback in lessons where appropriate (Exam answers, coursework tasks). At the end of every topic (see LTP) students will receive feedback on their progress and the standard of the work they produce so they can track and direct their own progress. 




How will assessment inform feedback?

The first of the summative assessment points will take place before the half term 1 data drop and the final assessment point will take place during half term 5 (term 3) before the final data drop in preparation for reports sent home to parents. This will be the same for KS4 to allow staff to triangulate data through accurately recording systems to aid consistency and continuity, this allows for accurate and meaningful information about pupil performance to be tracked and reported successfully.
In KS3 Practical PE:
· Students will be pre assessed prior to every topic (details in module planners)
· Students will be subject to “waypoint assessment” which will then be used to guide future (if possible) more independent/bespoke next steps. 
· Students will undergo summative assessments at the end of every topic (5 in total throughout the year)
· Formative assessments will be ongoing and take place in ALL lessons, they will be visible in teachers planners with Learning intentions and success criteria shared with students in every lesson. These formative assessments will shape feedback during the lesson and guide future planning. 

In KS4 Btec:

· Students will be pre assessed prior to every topic (details in KS4 Btec Long term plan)
· Students will be subject to “waypoint assessment” which will then be used to guide future  (if possible) more independent/bespoke next steps.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Students will undergo at least 3 forms of summative per academic year  assessments which will consist of: Formal mock examinations, past papers (in class) End of unit assessments, formal coursework unit feedback.  The data will be recorded form these assessments will be recorded on the department tracker and used to inform “data” drops and future planning (highlighting gaps in learning).


Staff will continually update the tracker with the students data from various pre/way/end point assessments. The expectation is that these summative assessment are completed by students for every PE activity that is on the module planner.
