In a Nutshell…


Pre and post-Assessment activity?
Students knowledge and understanding is assessed through fromative quiz and a BTEC sport style exam question.
 Rotated set of Net and Wall games based task: mini games of Tennis, Badminton and Volleyball teachers to observe skills to be taught in the topic. This assessment will be done in 3 categories of manager, practical ability as well as knowledge and understanding.
Results of pre and post-assessment activity: 
Recorded on the assessment tracker using pre designed framework with links to the checklist for students to see where they are at personally as well as a guide for staff to understand what and where needs to be concentrated.
Emerging-1 developing-2 securing-3 mastery- 4 mastering-5

How does this topic/module link to prior learning? 
In Yr 7/8 students will have had the opportunity to learn and practice key skills: Serving, Forehand/Backhand Shots, Defensive/attacking shots. 
Students have started to develop their tactical understanding of how to construct points and apply tactics.
Students have begun to link certain movement skills and components of fitness to certain sports and situations.
Students have some knowledge of the key rules associated with different games.
All these will be expanded on and secured before moving into the mastery section
How does this topic/module link to future learning/other topics?
Students will use the guide to locate exactly where they are in terms of peer assessment and with the guidance of staff. Every topic will show students how to improve and year 9 students will begin to be expected to take control of their own learning and identify ways they can improve or secure elements of practical ability, knowledge and understanding and/or the manager section of the assessment guide. This will further improve students analytical and evaluative skills needed to be successful in KS4.
Students will have the opportunity to increase their leadership, coaching and officiating skills which will be used in KS4 (DofE Btec Sport).



The Gap …
What does the topic/module cover/entail? The topic allows pupils to explore a variety of Net and Wall games. Pupils will have the opportunity to recap the skills learnt in year 7 and 8 in terms of the securing section before advancing the mastery section. Students will apply key skills in different situations and be challenged to understand their importance for successful performance. Students will become more consistent with constructing tactical points to outwit opponents, as well as students selecting appropriate defensive/attacking shots according to the opposing player’s position. Students will be expected to plan out shots in advance and try to sequence a rally for their benefit in terms of winning the point. Students will also be expected to take up more independent roles/officiating correctly at this stage. Students demonstrating this consistently will be then expected to progress in to the stretch and challenge section (Mastery).
Pre and post-Assessment 
How will you cater for all learners? 
· Differentiated success criteria

Personalising Learning 

What will the key feedback points during the module/topic be?  
Pre assessment (week 1)
Mid topic feedback (halfway point) – Teacher provides detailed feedback in student’s booklet on strengths and areas to improve. Teacher provides one target for pupil and student creates their own from targets feedback.
In lesson feedback (During lesson):
Mid lesson target: Students are given a development target within the lesson which they try and implement during the remainder of the lesson.
