In a Nutshell…


What does the topic/module cover/entail? The topic allows pupils to explore a variety of basic skills within striking and fielding games. Pupils will have the opportunity to apply these basic key skills in different situations and be challenged to understand their importance for successful performance. Can pupils start to understanding the rules and scoring systems in competitive situations? Can students start to understand the roles of different positions in various striking and fielding games? Students will also be given ample opportunities to work well within a team, as well as beginning to show respect to others whilst overall becoming and demonstrating the skills of a good role model.

How does this topic/module link to prior learning? 
· Students who have experienced striking and fielding games previously in other settings will be given the chance to recall any basic skills and knowledge that they have.

How does this topic/module link to future learning/other topics?
· Students will start to develop a deeper understanding of the topic the will be able to recognise their own skillset.
· Students will be introduced to higher order questions more frequently encouraging them to start to evaluate/analyse. (higher end skills needed for Yr8/9/KS4)
· Students will be given the opportunity to lead, coach and evaluate their peers to begin to develop these skills (yr8/Yr9/KS4).
· Students will get to access a variety of activities that will directly link to the previous set of activities to aid metacognition. This will students to build on schemas, allowing them to answer questions in more detail







Feedback (AfL)

What will the key feedback points during the module/topic be?  
Pre assessment (week 1)
Mid topic feedback (halfway point) – Teacher provides detailed feedback in student’s booklet on strengths and areas to improve. Teacher provides one target for pupil and student creates their own from feedback.
In lesson feedback (During lesson):
Mid lesson target: Students are given a development target within the lesson which they try and implement during the remainder of the lesson.
All students will receive their feedback overall in how they’ve progressed at the start of each topic for the previous topic. 
This can be revisited in the last half term unit.

Pre and post-Assessment 

Pre and post-Assessment activity?
Rotated set of striking and fielding games games based task: mini games of cricket, rounders, Danish longball and softball allow teachers to observe skills to be taught in the topic. Staff to identify skills on show such as technique/decision making use of tactics as well as basic skills such as throwing, catching batting etc with the use of the skills sheet emerging 1 and developing 2.
Students knowledge and understanding is assessed through a mindmap. Students to write down anything they know about all things striking and fielding. The answers are then scored and recorded on a tracker. 
Results of pre and post-assessment activity: 
Recorded on the assessment tracker using pre designed framework with links to the checklist for students to see where they are at personally as well as a guide for staff to understand what and where needs to be concentrated.
