In a Nutshell…

What does the topic/module cover/entail? The topic allows pupils to recap the skills and knowledge covered in year 7 to aid metacognition. Students will then be introduced to the securing 3 category. This will include fielding positions and how can this be used tactically. Students will also start to understand the link between fielding positions for specific batting types and shots through a variety of striking and fielding games. Pupils will have the opportunity to apply key skills  in different situations and will be introduced to the importance of certain components of fitness. Can pupils start to understanding the rules and scoring systems in competitive situations? Can students build confidence and enough knowledge to officiate various striking and fielding games? Students will also be introduced to various technology that can aid the games being played.

Personalising Learning 

How will you cater for all learners? 
Differentiated success criteria

How does this topic/module link to prior learning? 
Students will be expected to begin thinking about their own performance as well as others. They should have built enough confidence from year 7 to start to develop resilience to plan and begin to lead. This should help them with assessing their own and others performance. Students will be exposed to skills and knowledge that was covered last academic year to further build and secure schemas. This will allow new students to build and demonstrate where they are at before moving on to the securing 3 category. 

How does this topic/module link to future learning/other topics?
Students will start to develop a deeper understanding of the topic the will be able to recognise their own skillset and be asked to self assess at the beginning and the end of the topic.
Students will be introduced to higher order questions more frequently encouraging them to start to evaluate/analyse. (higher end skills needed for Yr9/KS4)
Students will be given the opportunity to lead, coach and evaluate their peers to begin to develop these skills ready for (Yr9/KS4).
Students will get to access a variety of activities that will directly link to the next set of activities when the topic is moved on to help metacognition.






Feedback (AfL)


What will the key feedback points during the module/topic be?  
Pre assessment (week 1)
Mid topic feedback (halfway point) – Teacher provides detailed feedback in student’s booklet on strengths and areas to improve. Teacher provides one target for pupil and student creates their own from feedback.
In lesson feedback (During lesson):
Mid lesson target: Students are given a development target within the lesson which they try and implement during the remainder of the lesson.
Students are then given their feedback for progress at the end of the topic. This can then be revisited in the last topic of the year so students know exactly what is needed for them to improve further.


Pre and post-Assessment 

Pre and post-Assessment activity?
Rotated set of striking and fielding games games based task: mini games of cricket, rounders, Danish longball and softball allow teachers to observe skills to be taught in the topic. Staff to identify skills on show such as technique/decision making use of tactics as well as staff concentrating on the technique used for batting and bowling.
Students knowledge and understanding is assessed through fromative quiz and the use of a mind map that is scored depending on content. This is revisited at the end of the topic  
Results of pre and post-assessment activity: 
Recorded on the assessment tracker using pre designed framework with links to the checklist for students to see where they are at personally as well as a guide for staff to understand what and where needs to be concentrated.
