Pre and post-Assessment activity?
Rotated set of striking and fielding games games based task: mini games of cricket, rounders, Danish longball and softball allow teachers to observe skills to be taught in the topic. Staff to identify skills on show such as technique/decision making use of tactics as well as basic skills such as throwing, catching batting etc.
Students knowledge and understanding is assessed through a formative quiz and points scoring mind map that will be revisited at the end of the topic. 
Results of pre and post-assessment activity:  
Recorded on the assessment tracker using pre designed framework with links to the checklist for students to see where they are at personally as well as a guide for staff to understand what and where needs to be concentrated.
Emerging-1 developing-2 securing-3 mastery- 4 mastering-5

Pre and post-Assessment 
What does the topic/module cover/entail? The topic allows pupils to explore a variety of striking and fielding games and recap the skills and knowledge from securing 3 category to further imbed the schemas and learning from year 8. Do students have enough Can students start to apply key skills and tactical awareness to outwit opponents? Students will be expected to answer higher order questions with constant reference to components of fitness and other BTEC sport related content. The style of teaching will be more attributed towards independence, asking students to build on the confidence from previous years. Students who need stretch and challenge will work from category 5 mastery.

How does this topic/module link to prior learning? 
Students will be asked to increase their confidence and direct their own learning by identifying gaps/areas that they would like to improve. There will be more scope for students to lead learning episodes and help coach and improve others within the class.
How does this topic/module link to future learning/other topics?
Students will start to develop a deeper understanding of the topic the will be able to recognise their own skillset atuned to the BTEC sport framework.
Students will be introduced to higher order questions more frequently encouraging them to start to analyse performance and written feedback within booklets. (KS4)
Students will be given the opportunity to lead, coach and evaluate their peers to begin to develop these skills (KS4).
Students will get to access a variety of activities that will directly link to the next set of activities when the topic is moved on to help aid metacognition.
